The Emergency Department at WellStar West Georgia
Medical Center has a dedicated CT scanner located
within the department. This enables the physicians to
diagnose strokes quickly, and in turn, administer early
treatment with medicines that can break up clots that
can stop or reverse a stroke. When necessary, the team
also utilizes teleneurology, which is a portable system
used by a nurse that allows a neurologist to examine a
stroke patient remotely when one is not present in the
Emergency department.
